Applications should be made through the Department in which you proposed to undertake your research, in conjunction with your application for admission as a research student. Entrance Requirements

The entrance requirement is normally a good upper second class degree or equivalent. Applicants should have an Honours degree or a higher degree from a university or institution recognised by the University of Stirling in a related discipline.
